SUBJECT: Cycle 8 Awards and Decorations

During Cycle 8, our submarines sank 593,868 tons of enemy shipping, in
111 merchant vessels and 19 warships. The average tonnage per boat was
53,988, with an average realism setting of 81 percent. The average
number of merchant and warship vessels sunk per boat was 10 and two.
Three skippers participated in Operation Galvanic, our first stepping
stone in the march through Micronesia. Their combined tonnage of
301,597 accounted for 51 percent of the total sunk by our submarines
during Cycle 8. More importantly, they are responsible for the rescue
of numerous downed friendly aviators during offensive operations iIn the
Gilbert Islands.

No other special missions were conducted during this period. We lost
two boats in action.
